The TV image does not look as good as it
did in the store.

The picture is distorted: macroblock error,
small block, dots, pixelization.

Compression of video contents may cause picture distortion, especially in fast moving pictures such
as sports and action movies.

Color is wrong or missing.

If you're using Component connection, make sure the component cables are connected to the
correct jacks. Incorrect or loose connections may cause color problems or a blank screen.

There is poor color or brightness.

First of all, please perform the Sound Test to confirm that your TV audio is properly operating.
(go to MENU - Support - Self Diagnosis - Sound Test) (p. 24)
If the audio is OK; the sound problem may caused by the source or signal.

There is no sound or the sound is too low
at maximum volume.

Please check the volume of the device (Cable/Sat Box, DVD, Blu-ray etc) connected to your TV.

The picture is good but there is no sound.

Set the Speaker Select option to TV Speaker in the Sound menu. (p. 19).

If you are using an external device, make sure the audio cables are connected to the correct audio
input jacks on the TV.

RF(Cable/Antenna) Connection
