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3.44 CHANGING YOUR COPY DENSITY

Copy density refers to the degree of darkness which the
DS600C has reproduced. There are times when your original
is unsatisfactorily darker or lighter. Itis of great advantage
to use the density feature to compensate the unsatisfactory
original.

The Color drop-out function alows you to remove one of
the R(Red), G(Green), or B(Blue) color or to convert all
the color datainto Neutral Gray. For example, if you want
to remove the text or background in blue color, smply
check the Blue Channel then the text or background in
blue color will be removed. On the other hand, if your
original contains various color data, then check the
Neutral Gray to retain al the color datain gray since
removing either one of the red, green, or blue color will
inadvertently affect the rest color data as every color
contains different elements of each of the red, green, and
blue channel.
