6. Care & Cleaning

* When the outside(cabinet, door) is stained with cooking ail or dirt, wipeit out quickly.
* To keep the inside sanitary without odor or dirt, regular cleaning required at least once amonth.

« Don't pour water to the refrigerator directly.

+ Cleaning theinside, don't use chemical (akaline) detergent, wax, gasoline, acohol, benzen, thinner, hot(boiling) water, scrubber etc.,
cleaning the doors and cabinet, avoid solvent, abrasives, Spray-on cleanersetc.

* Instead, use oft cloth with dish washer and clean up with water, dry with asoft cloth.
