Before installing or connecting the unit, please
read the following and pages 2 and 3 of this
manual thoroughly for proper use.

This Unit can be placed inside the trunk, on the
kick panel of the front passenger's seat or
underdash. However, to avoid unnecessary
signal wiring, it is better to mount the Unit as
close as possible to the Display.

DO NOT MOUNT THE INTERFACE UNIT IN
LOCATIONS EXPOSED TO MOISTURE OR
